The CEC joins ICME

• The Canadian Electroacoustic Community (CEC),
represented by Jean·Fran~oisDenis, presented its
application to become a member of the International
Confederation of Electroacoustic Music (ICME), on the
7th of June during the annual general meeting of ICME
in Bourges, France. The CEC application was accepted
and following ICME regulations, the CEC will become a
full member as ofmid-1989. Annual dues are $250 US
and two delegates from each national body are invited to
attend the ICME general meetings.

Until now, all ICME general meetings have taken place
in Bourges during the GMEB festival, but now they will
begin to take place in other locations. The 1989 meeting is
scheduled for Holland, and the American national
federation, SEAMUS, in collaboration with the CEC has
proposed that the September 1990 meeting take place in
Montreal. Sweden and Spain are scheduled for August
-September 1991, and July 1992 respectively.

Each national federation brings its own objectives and
flavor to this international association. Most are
involved in production (in studio) and concert
organization. Archiving and cataloging, while
universally accepted as valuable, have only begun to be
realized in a few countries, notably, PEM in Holland,
Sweden, Norway and Canada. The regular publication of
a journal is liinited to EaMAS in Great Britain and the
CEC in Canada. SEAMUS in the USA publishes on an
occasional basis.

Norway has a national organization with 60 members
which has organized four conferences and ten concerts,
has commissioned three works and is building a
national studio. Sweden, with 70 members, has completed
a Macintosh based catalog of works, maintains archives
and offers a duplication service. EaMAS in England is
noted for their continued production of festivals,
publication of a new.;1etter and has available much studio
and concert equipment.

Founded in 1981, ICME currently numbers 17 member
nations: Argentina, Austria, Canada, Cuba, Denmark,
France, West Germany, Great Britain, Greece, Holland,
Israel, Norway, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, USA,
Venezuela, and individual members from Belgium,
Hungary, Mexico and Poland.

(rnEM)
The 2nd International Rostrum of Electroacoustic Music
(IREM) [2eme Tribune internationale de musique
electroacoustique (TIME)] produced by Radio Sweden
(Sveriges Riksradio) on the 31st of August and the 1st of
September 1988, was organized by ICME and the
International Music Council, with the support of
UNESCO (CIM-UNESCO). The first IREM took place in
