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• During the discussion period after my paper presentation
at 2001(-14) festival/conference in Montreal in May 1987, I
suggested that a mail order listening library would be a
good idea (especially but not exclusively for independents).
The idea seemed to meet favorable response with those I
spoke with during the course of the conference. Therefore,
I propose the following:

Those interested in becoming a part of it [should] send their
complete mailing address along with titles of cassettes
available for loan (with a brief description of each-a style or
intent description perhaps).
I'll type up a master list and send a copy to each of you. Then
ifyou want to borrow a tape, you write directly to that person
requesting the desired cassette (from the list) and enclosing
enough return postage.
This method (a) doesn't put great demands on anyone
person to house the library collection or to process all
requests, and (b) encourages personal interaction among us.
To belong to the Mail Order Listening Library (MOLL) you
must belong to the CEC; and you can borrow only if you're
willing to lend (so only those on the list can use the list).
Those concerned about getting money out of it can charge a
'rental fee' to be stipulated beside the titles offered for
circulation; those cORcerned about dubbing without
permission can stipulate that dubbing is 'not allowed' and
lend only to those trusted to comply with their request.
New participants can join at any time; the list will be
regularly updated. The current update will be available to
any MOLL participant any time (requesting return postage
if you like).

So, ifyou have suggestions to refine this proposal, let me
know. Otherwise, let's get it going!

Objective
To create a national center for the collection and
distribution of information and software pertainIng to
current and future electroacoustic commercial and
non-commercial applications and for the distribution of
such information through a regular publication and a
national computer network.

The Resource Center will also work in various ways to
facilitate the development of new software and hardware
for electroacoustic creation. This Center will expand on the
role of the Canadian MIDI Users Group (CMUG) which at
present is dormant owing to the inability of the CMUG
volunteer staff to cope with the demands ofa rapidly
increasing membership. CMUG published a quarterly
newsletter as well as maintained a very successful
computer Bulletin Board System (BBS). Their BBS was
used for exchange of MIDI information, member technical
queries and distribution of the newsletter. CMUG grew to
nearly 400 members before closing down temporarily. The
Center plans to reactivate the existing BBS structure as
well as the newsletter. However the scope of the Center
will be considerably broader than CMUG.

Purposes
The following list explains the goals of the National
Electroacoustic Music Resource Center.

1) Collection of MIDI Manufacturer information.
The Center will create a library of specifications and
technical information from all manufacturers of MIDI
compatible gear and software listing products,
specifications, product reviews and updates on existing
equipment. Whenever possible, the Center will conduct its
own reviews of equipment. Particular attention will be
focused on Canadian developed software and hardware
such as the Lyre FDSS and the Technos Axcel. The Center
will stimulate the already highly active Canadian
electronic musical instrument industry by offering a wide
range of verified information unencumbered by
commercial bias.

2) Collection of MIDI technical specifications.
The Center will monitor the evolution ofMIDI as it
develops towards new standards and alert members to
developments that may affect them. At present, there is no
central source for MIDI specifications or manufacturer
data other than the International MIDI Association (IMA)
and the MIDI Manufacturers Association (MMA) and
these organizations have proven somewhat inefficient in
their communications. The Center will also run seminars in

3) Banque de sons et d'echantillons et service d'echange.
Le Centre gerera une banque de parametres de sons de
synthetiseurs et d'echantillons afin d'offrir un service unique
d'echange d'information pour les utilisateurs de ces
instruments. Le Centre mettra aussi sur pied un systeme
informatique de conversion permettant aux logociels et data
d'etre echanges entre differents modeles d'instruments.

4) Developpement d'applications MIDI.
Le Centre coordonnera Ie developpement de logiciels et
applications MIDI de telle sorte que Ie cout en soit minime.

5) Reseau electronique de telecommunication.
Un babillard electronique national sera mis sur pied pour
donner acces a la plupart des informations du Centre. Ce
reseau permettra aux membres des quatre coins du pays de
faire des demandes, poser des questions, envoyer des
messages, obtenir des logiciels et entretenir des discussions
sur tous les sujets de l'electroacoustique et du MIDI. En ce
moment Ie Centre developpe son systeme pour qu'il soit
accessible via les reseaux FidoNet, BITNet et InterNet deja
existants.

Echeances
1. Informations commercialeslMIDI.
Des demandes d'information aupres des manufacturiers et
editeurs ont deja ere faites. L'information est recueillie sous
forme imprimee et sous forme binaire pour les
micro-ordinateurs IBM PC et Apple Macintosh.

2. Specifications techniqueslMIDI.
Les specifications MIDI officielles ont ete demandes mais ne
sont pas encore arrivees.

3. Banque de sons et d'echantillons et service d'echange.
II existe deja une vaste banque de donnees sonores pour Ie
Akai S900, Yamaha TX16W et Ie Mirage d'Ensoniq en plus

... de donnees de parametres pour les instruments Yamaha
,. DXlTX et Roland D50. Les informations peuvent deja etre

ecnangees d'un appareil a un autre entre Ensoniq EPS, Emu
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writing MIDI software and understanding the MIDI
protocol as well as communicating to members ongoing
developments in MIDI.

3) Voice/sample library and exchange service.
The Center will create a library of synthesizer programs
and sampler data in order to provide a single clearing
house of data for users of these devices. The Center will
also set up a computer conversion service allowing
software to be traded between different makes of samplers
and synthesizers.

4) Custom software and MIDI application development.
The Center will provide coordination for development of
custom software and MIDI applications in a manner that
will keep costs at a minimum.

5) Computer Telecommunication Network.
A national computer telecommunication system (BB8) will
be established to provide access to most Center
information. The network will allow members from all
parts of the country to make queries, send messages, obtain
software and discuss any aspect of electroacoustics and
MIDI. At present the Center is working toward establishing
itself on the FidoNet, BITNet and InterNet systems.

Timetable for the Resource Center
1. Commercial MIDI information.
Solicitation of information from manufacturers and
publishers is underway. Data is being collected in hard
copy and in digital form in IBM PC and/or Apple
Macintosh.

2. MIDI Technical specifications:
The full specification has been requested, but is not yet on
hand. .

3. Voice/sample library and exchange.
A substantial library ofAkai 8900, Yamaha TX16W,
Ensoniq MIRAGE samples as well of Yamaha DXlTX and
Roland D50 voices has already been established. Further
collection is underway. Sample teleportation between
Ensoniq EP8, Emu EMAX, Yamaha TX16W, Akai
S900/81000, SCI Prophet 2000; IMA Sample Dump
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EMAX, Yamaha TX16W, Akai S900/S1000, SCI Prophet
2000, alors que Ie standard d'echange d'echantillons de la
IMA sera disponible au debut de 1989.

4. Developpement d'applicationIMIDI.
Un premier contrat est deja en negociation.

5. Babillard electronique.
Un point nodal FidoNetlBITNet sera en fonction des 1989.
Une levee de fonds pour creer une base de donnees complete,
un service d'echange et un babillard est commencee.

While the
acoustics, facilities, and staff of the Music Gallery
contributed greatly to Diffusion!, there were at best a
dozen good seats (ie, seats reasonably situated in regard to
the speaker placement) in the concert hall, and many were
forced to sit outside the listening space altogether.

Thirdly, although the financial support for CEC members
lecturing or having pieces played was also commendable,
it seems to me that a CEC festival and annual meeting
should offer such support to all of its participating
members.

Premieres reflections/First refelections

• Commentaires et idees apres coup

En general je dois dire que je suis tres satisfait de Diffusion!
et j'en suis revenu avec une impression tres positive de notre
communaum. L'aspect Ie plus satisfaisant, sans doute, etait.le
nombre d'auditeurs aux concerts -je n'avaisjamais vu la
Music Gallery aussi pleine, voire a craquer, et je n'avais
jamais eu de la difficulm a me trouver une place dans les
concerts d'electroacoustique auparavant.

En tant que membre du jury pour Diffusion!, j'ai peut-etre
une perspective differente des autres participants face ala
musique execume. Selon moi, Ie mandat dujury etait d'etre Ie
plus representatif [des differents styles pratiques] de la
communaum que possible tout en s'assurant des hauts
merites artistiques. Cela nous a oblige a utiliser des criteres
differents pour differents styles puisqu'il ne serait pas juste
d'evaluer une amvre d'etudiant comme si elle etait celIe d'un
compositeur avec vingt ans d'experience ou une piece fusion,
une piece nouvel-age et un chef-d'oouvre acousmatique. Mon
experience en radiodiffusion communautaire OU la musique
«ArtPop" Ia plus experimentale est tres presente, m'a aussi
amene a croire que cette extremite du spectre musical avait
besoin de plus d'attention puisque son auditoire s'agrandit de
beaucoup pour les memes raisons que la communaute
electroacoustique s'agrandit. Le jury avait aussi la
responsabilite d'agencer quelques 10 heures de
programmation sans Tendre l'auditoire fou apres chaque

a concert. Cela etant dit, je crois que nous avons reussi. Le
.. contenu des concerts etait assez diversifie pour soutenir

l'interet et la plupart des approches de la composition
electroacoustique pratiquees par les membres de la CEC ont
ete avantageusement representees.

Mes seules remarques negatives en ce qui concerne la partie
concert de Diffusion! sont les suivantes.

1) n n'y avait pas assez de temps de repos-entre les concerts,
ce qui finalement creer un concert de 5 heures vendredi
soir et samedi soir ce qui etait beaucoup trop d'un coup.

2) J'ai ete de~u que des oouvres qui n'avaient pas em
selectionnees par Ie jury avaient ete programmees. Meme
s'il etait clairement indique dans les cahiers de concert que
ces pieces etaient presentees par la Music Gallery je crois
qu'il aurait ete beaucoup plus a propos de les inclure au
concert supplementaire du dimanche apres-midi -il y
avait deja assez de musique pour les concerts prevus.

3) Finalement, un commentaire artistique. Je n'ai pas em
amuse par la representation visuelle qui a accompagne
«Atlantide» de Michel-Georges Bregent. II s'agit d'une
piece tres puissante qui, selon moi, a souffert de cette
peinture en direct baclee. Sans doute que dans un contexte
different, il serait necessaire d'offrir a l'auditoire quelque
chose d'autre sur lequel se concenter que la musique seule,
mais avec un public constitue principalement
d'electroacousticiens, ce n'est pas Ie cas. Je crois que cela a
banalise la piece et que seulle son de la peinture
degoutant, a la fin de la piece, a apporte quelque chose de
positifala presentation.
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• Some thoughts and afterthoughts

On the whole I must say I was very pleased with
Diffusion! and was left with very positive feelings about
our community. Perhaps most satisfying of all was the
turnout for the concerts-I've never seen the Music Gallery
so consistently full to overflowing before, nor have I had
trouble finding a seat at any electroacoustic event in the
past.

As a member of the selection jury for Diffusion! I have,
perhaps, a different perspective on the music than most of
the participants at the conference. My understanding of the
jury's mandate was to be as broadly representative ofthe
community as possible while upholding standards of
artistic merit. This necessitated using different criteria for
different genres as it would not be fair to judge a student
work the same as one by a composer who has been
working in the field for twenty years or a fusion or New
Age piece alongside an acousmatique masterpiece. My
experience in Community Radio where the experimental
end of ArtPop is getting a lot of exposure also led me to
believe that this end of the spectrum needed representation
as it is building a new audience for many of the things we
are doing within the electroacoustic community. The jury
also had the responsibili ty of filling some 10 hours of
concert time without driving the audience screaming from
the hall. With this said I feel we were a success. I think the
concerts were diverse enough to generally sustain interest
and that most ofthe approaches to composition embodied
by the CEC were represented to advantage.

My only specific complaints with the concert portion of
Diffusion! were as follows:

1) There was insufficient time between the programs
which resulted in basically a 5 hour concert on the
Friday and Saturday nights which was too much all at
once.

2) I was disappointed to find some works that had not been
accepted by the jury were included in the programs.
Although they were specifically noted in the programs
as being presented by the Music Gallery I felt it would
have been much more appropriate to include them in
the extra concert which was added for the Sunday
afternoon - there was already more than enough
material for the main concerts.

3) Finally, one artistic judgement. I was not amused by the
visual presentation which accompanied
Michel-Georges Bregent's "Atlantide". It is a very
strong piece of music which I felt suffered from the
sloppily improvised painting. Perhaps in a different
context it would be necessary to give an audience
something other than the music to focus on but surely
with an audience made up primarily of
electroacousticians it is not. I felt it trivialized the
material and only the sound of the paint dripping off the
canvas at the end added anything positive to the
experience.
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n etait dommage que les concerts ait eu lieu dans la petite
salle alors que Ie communications et discussions se perdaient
presque dans l'ampleur de la grande salle. 11 etait souvent
difficile d'entendre les personnes parlees (en plus qu'elles
semblent ne pas etre habituees a parler en public) et Ie
systeme de sonorisance caverneuse de la salle.

It was also a shame that the
listening room was so remote from the rest of the activities
because I feel it was a very good idea that suffered by its
location. .

Au lendemain des Journees electroacoustiques CEC,
Diffusion!, Jean.Fran~oisDenis est alle assister ala ICMC
a Kaln et au FISEA a Utrecht en septembre. En voici un
compte rendu.

ICMC -Koln (Allemagne de l'Ouest)

• La conference internationale d'informatique musicale,
ICMC (International Computer Music Conference) est
produite par la Computer Music Association (CMA) et a lieu
annuellement, alternativement en Europe et en Amerique du
Nord. Le theme de ce 14e colloque qui eu lieu a Kaln
(A1lemagne de l'Ouest) du 19 au 25 septembre 1988 etait
l'«interaction homme-machine».

La succession des evenements etait assez simple: sessions de
communications en journee, concert-midi, presentation des
travaux de certains studios en fin d'apres-midi et concert(s)
en soiree.

Durant ce genre de colloque, Ie contraste entre les sujets des
communications: la recherche et Ie developpement
technique, et leurs applications: les musiques presentees en
concert, est souvent tres grand. Cette annee, Ie choix des
musiques et Ie choix des modes de presentation que
l'organisateur de l'evenement, Ie GIMIK (Initiative Musik
und Infonnatik Kaln), a selectionne, ont cree un contraste si
marque qu'on pouvait, ajuste titre, se demander comment la
recherche et la pratique coexistent ...

Les musiques programmees lors des concerts ont su faire
ec1ater les definitions de l'informatique musicale en
englobant plusieurs formes qui ne sont generalement pas
presentees en un meme evenement : musique <<industrielle»,
performance musicale, video, etc.

Si les styles musicaux etaient varies, les lieux de ces concerts
ant ew tout aussi pluriels : hangar portuaire desaffecte,

Teclmological Arts in Europe

The day after the CEC Eleetroacoustic Days Diffusion!, in
September, Jean·Fran~oisDenis went to the ICMC in
Cologne and to FISEA in Utrecht. The following is his
report from these international gatherings.

ICMC -Kom (West Germany)

e The International Computer Music Conference '(ICMC) is
a major annual international conference, co-sponsored by
the Computer Music Association (CMA) that takes place
alternately in Europe and North America. The theme of
this 14th annual colloquium held in Cologne from the 19th
to the 25th of September 1988, was "Man-Machine
Interaction".

The structure, similar to the previous events, was simple:
paper sessions in the morning, noon concert, afternoon
paper sessions and studio reports, and evening concert(s).

As often happens in conferences of such scope, the
contrasts between the subjects of the papers (technical
research and development), and their immediate practical
realizations -the music presented in concert- is very wide.
This year the choice of music and modes of presentation
that the organizers -GIMIK (Initiative Musik und
Infonnatik Kaln)- selected, was so divergent that one
could quite easily ask how research and practice co-exist...

The programed works were sure to shatter pre-conceived
definitions of computer applications, encompassing fonns
not usually presented on the same concert -'industrial
music', performance art, video, etc.

If the musical styles were polyglot, the places where they
were presented were again even more varied: an
abondoned dry-dock, a cafe built in a converted
warehouse, a revolving restaurant at the top of a 300 story
high telecommunications tower, a rock bar and a luxurious
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entrep6t recupere en cafe, restaurant tournant au sommet
d'un tour de telecommunications de 300 etages, bar rock et
grande salle de concert luxueuse. .

L'electroacoustique (pour bande, mixte ou en direct) semble
etre une part importante de l'informatique musicale dans sa
pratique toutefois car les recherches et theories presentees
par la plupart des communications sont surtout basees sur Ie
jeu instrumental. Entre autre, on y a entendu des pieces
electroacoustiques, tousgenres confondus, de Jean-Claude
Risset (Voilement), Paul Lansky (Just_More_Idle_Chatter),
Horacio Vaggione (Tar), Nicolas Collins (A Letter from My
Uncle), Takayuki Rai (Transparency), Curtis Roads
(Message), Michael Waisvisz (Archaic Symphony) et Daniel
Brandt (Repetez s'il-vous-plaft).

De plus, cinq canadiens ont presentes leurs pieces en concert:
Barry Truax, Theo Goldberg (The Wings of Nike), John
Free (This is not Iggy Pop, Conversation with John Cage),
Alain Thibault (Out), Daniel Scheidt (Obeying the Laws
of Physics) et Bruno Degazio (Heat Noise). Les pieces de
ces deux derniers ont ete executees par Ie percussionniste
canadien Trevor Tureski. Bruce Pennycook, Doug
Collinge, Rob Ablenas et tous les compositeurs canadiens, a
l'exception d'Alain Thibault, ont presente des
communications.

Une autre idee rafrafchissante a eM l'evenement reseau
MIDI ,,Net605k,, qui a cloture Ie ICMC 1988. Une dizaine de
studios europeens presents au colloque se sont relies entre
eux pour emettre et recevoir des informations musicales
(codes MIDI). Chacun asu traiter ces signaux avec leur
programmes et instruments propres et produire une
heureuse cacophonie sonore. En effet la performance eut lieu
en un seul endroit, Ie hall d'entree de l'academie de musique
de Kaln.

Quoique d'une fa~on generale, l'organisation du ICMC 1988
ait eM defaillante aplusieurs niveaux (notamment par Ie
manque de signalisation, d'information et de support
technique), je crois que l'esprit innovateur et frais qui a anime
les concerts et par la cohabitation ou Ie mariage force de
jeunes compositeurs avec leurs micro-ordinateurs et
instruments MIDI avec la recherche effectuee dans les
grandes institutions marqueront la tenue des prochaines
ICMC et devraient encourager une plus grande collaboration
entre recherche et musique.

Les actes du ICMC 1988 ont ete publies par la revue
Feedback et etaient disponibles durant l'evenement. Ce
document de 450 pages contient toutes les communications
regroupees par themes et est disponible par la poste en
ecrivant a Feedback Studio Verlag 1Genter StraBe 23/5000
Kaln 1/ West Germany

Le ICMC 1989 sera organise par David Butler et Thomas
Wells ala Ohio State University aux EU en septembre 1989.
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concert hall.

Electroacoustics (tape, mixed and live) seems to be an
important direction for computer music-in its practical
realization-since most of the research and ideas presented
in the paper sessions were based on a model of
instrumental performance.

There was a real blend of electroacoustic styles and media
with (among others) the following composers' works
presented: Jean-Claude Risset (Voilement), Paul Lansky
(Just_More_Idle_Chatter), Horacio Vaggione (Tar),
Nicolas Collins (A Letter from My Uncle), Takayuki Rai
(Transparency), Curtis Roads (Message), Michael
Waisvisz (Archaic Symphony) and Daniel Brandt (Repetez
s'il-vous-plaft).

Five Canadian composers presented works during the
event, Barry Truax and Theo Goldberg (The Wings of
Nike), John Free (This is not Iggy Pop, Conversation with
John Cage), Alain Thibault (Out), Daniel Scheidt
(Obeying the Laws of Physics), and Bruno Degazio (Heat
Noise), the last two being performed by the noted young
Canadian percussionist, Trevor Tureski. Bruce
Pennycook, Doug Collinge, Rob Ablenas and all of the
Canadian composers, with the exception ofAlain
Thibault, presented papers as well.

Another innovative idea was the MIDI network, "Net6a5k",
which closed the ICMC. More than a dozen European
studios represented at the conference were linked together
to send and receive MIDI data. Each studio processed this
information on their own system, producing a most joyous
sonic cacophony, the complete performance taking place in
only one location, the entrance hall ofthe Cologne Music
Academy.

While the organization ofICMC 1988 was weak on several
levels (notably in direction, general information and
technical support), I feel that the innovative spirit and
freshness found in the concerts and by the cohabitation-{)r
forced marriage-{)f young MIDI micro-computered
composers and the research activities oflarge academic
institutions sets the tone for future ICMC events and should
encourage greater collaboration between research and
musical application.

The procedings of the 1988 ICMC are published by the
journal, Feedback, and were available, as at all ICMC
events, during the conference. Containing all ofthe papers,
grouped by theme, this 450 page document is still available.

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FISEA-Utrecht (Pays-Bas)

• Le premier colloque international des arts electroniques,
FISEA (First International Symposium on Electronic Arts)
s'est tenu du 28 septembre au ler octobre dernier aUtrecht
(Hollande).

On retrouve deux objectifs de depart dans l'organisation du
FISEA : la reunion des acteurs des differentes disciplines
artistiques qui utilisent les technologies informatiques et la
mise sur pied d'un organisme international de coordination
des activites inter-artistiques.

Lajournee precedant Ie colloque, Ie 27 septembre, etait
consacree a des ateliers d'introduction sur tous les aspects
des arts electroniques : l'informatique musicale, les systemes
interactifs de composition, la synthese sonore par
modulation de frequence, Ie traitement numerique des
images, les reseaux de telecommunications, l'animation par
ordinateur, etc. Ces ateliers ont eu lieu dans les nouveaux
locaux du Centrum voor Kunst, Media en Technologie
(Centre pour les arts, les media et la technologie), une ecole
vouee aux arts electroniques.

Le premier objectif s'est concretise sous la forme d'un
symposium traditionnel avec une serie de presentations de
communications et d'un spectacle de projections d'reuvres
d'animation par ordinateur, de bandes video et de trois
concerts.

Les communications voulaient mettre en evidence ces
nouvelles disciplines «inter-artistiques». Malheureusement,
la plupart des personnes invites n'ont parle que de leur
~pecialitesans particulierement ouvrir les portes ou tenter
une certaine integration des autres formes d'expression.
Combien de bandes d'animation par ordinateur ont ete
plaquees sur une trame sanore «en borte», sans souci de
recherche ou de reflexion sur, justement, l'integration de la
recherche musicale a la recherche visuelle...

Le spectacle d'animation informatique a eut lieu au theatre
Omniversum it Den Haag, un cinema Omnimax, OU nous
avons assiste a la projection des deux reuvres d'animation
par ordinateur primeeset con~uespour Ie systeme de
projection DigitStar (capable de projeter des images de 7000
points) et a la projection des videos laureats des concours
organises par la FISEA.

C'est durant les trois concerts que l'inter-arts s'est fait Ie plus
sentir : Ie spectacle multimedia de Georges Lewis (The
Empty Chair), Ie multi-image de Kristi Allik et Robert
Mulder (Cometose), Ie spectacle multidisciplinaire de Renee
Bourassa, Marcelle Deschenes et Jacques Collin (LUX) e1;
la performance musique-video en direct de Joel Ryan et
Barbara Pyle (The Number Reader). Le cote «technologie
musicale» -systeme interactifMIDI- a ete represente par
Peter Desain et Henkjan Honing (Duel), Daniel Brandt
(Portable Music, Repetez s'il-vous-plait) et Daniel Scheidt
(Obeying the Laws of Physics).
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FISEA -Utrecht (The Netherlands)

• The First International Symposium on Electronic Arts
(FISEA) took place from September 28 to October 1 in
Utrecht (Netherlands).

The day before the official start of this conference was
devoted to introductory workshops on all aspects of
electronic arts: computer music applications, interactive
compositional systems, FM synthesis, digital image
processing, telecommunications systems, computer
animation etc. These were held in the new facilities of the
Centrum voor Kunst, Media en Technologie (Center for the
Arts, Media and Technology)-a school for the electronic
arts.

From the start, there were two main objectives in the
organization of FISEA: the bringing together of active and
interested people from different artistic disciplines who
employ computer technologies, and the creation of an
international organization to assist in the coordination of
these multi-disciplinary artistic activities.

The first objective took the form of a traditional
symposium/conference with paper sessions and
presentations, and shows featuring computer animation
and video, and three concerts.

Communications should have been able to help articulate
these new "inter-arts" disciplines. Unfortunately, most of
the invited guests spoke only of their own discipline
without particularly opening doors or attempting a greater
degree of integration with other modes of expression. Let
me not count the number of computer animated works that
had 'canned music' stuck on them, without concern for, or
reflection on the integration of parallel musical research
with their visual research.

The computer animation show took place in the
Omniversum, an Omnimax theater in The Hague, where
we saw two computer animated works produced for the
DigitStar projection system (capable of projecting images
with a 7000 point resolution), and the winning videos from
the FISEA organized video competition.

It was however during the three concerts that the inter-arts
concept made its greatest impact: the multimedia spectacle
of Georges Lewis (The Empty Chair), the multi"image
work of Kristi Allik and Robert Mulder (Cometose), the
multidisciplinary piece of Renee Bourassa, Marcelle
Deschenes and Jacques Collin (LUX) and the real-time
music-video performance by Joel Ryan and Barbara Pyle
(The Number Reader). Music technology-interactive
MIDI systems-was evident in the work of Peter Desain
and Henkjan Honing (Duel), Daniel Brandt (Portable
Music, Repetez s'il-vous-plait), and Daniel Scheidt
(Obeying the Laws of Physics).
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Le second theme sous-jacent durant ces quatre jours
d'activites, la creation d'une organisation inter-arts
internationale, a suscite de nombreuses discussions chez les
participants.

Cette societe, qui
veut etre un lien d'echange d'information et de stimulation
de collaboration entre les groupes existants, a recuei11i les
noms des organismes interesses a collaborer ; la CEC y a
offert ses services de communications.

n etait certes tres stimulant d'etre en compagnie d'artistes
etrangers et de d'autres disciplines afin de pouvoir y
echanger idees et projets presents et futurs. Ainsi, j'ai
decouvert que des artistes visuels australiens ont mis sur
pied Ie Australian Network for Art and Technology (A..."TAT),
n gere une base de donnees de renseignements et a'images
numerisees sur babi11ard electronique, publie un bulletin et
participe au magazine Artlink.

Aussi, la International Society for the Arts, Sciences and
Technology (ISAST), en plus de publier LEONARDO,
produit electroniquement Ie bulletin Fine-Art Forum qui est
distribue sur un dizaine de reseaux dans Ie monde entier. 18
moderateur de cette publication electronique est Ray
Lauzzana, un pionnier americain des reseaux de
telecommunications.

Finalement, la perspective d'une collaboration entre les
differents organismes artistiques est tres stimulante. Surtout
parce que l'electroacoustique qui se prete particulierement
bien aux «relations» avec les autres formes d'expression est
deja presente dans la vision des personnes qui ont organise Ie
FISEA et qui maintenant mettent sur pied Ie ISEA

The second objective, the creation of an international
inter-arts organization, prompted numerous discussions
throughout the four days.

An informal group from several disciplines had conducted
brain-storming sessions before the symposium began and
thus the discussions that took place were animated from
the very start. Most participants agreed that another
organization wasn't needed, but what is needed is a center
for coordination of existing organizations.

On the closing day, the organizers announced their
intention to form the Inter-Society for Electronic Arts
(ISEA), and scheduled the next symposium in Utrecht for
1990. The ISEA, which wishes to function as an
information exchange group, gathered the names of those
organizations interested in collaborating on this project.
The CEC offered its communications services and skills.

It was certainly very stimulating to be in the company of
foreign artists and other disciplines discussing on-going
and future projects. This was especially so as I discovered
that Australian visual artists have started the Australian
Network for Art and Technology (ANAT), an information
data-base with digitized images on an electronic Bulletin
Board System (BBB), publish a newsletter and contribute
to the magazine Artlink.

Added to which, the International Society forthe Arts,
Sciences and Technology (ISAST), as well as publishing
LEONARDO, electronically produces the newsletter
Fine-Art Forum, which is distributed on a dozen or so
networks worldwide. Ray Lauzzana, the moderator of this
electronic publication is an American pioneer in
telecommunications networks.

The prospect of collaboration with different arts
organizations is very exciting particularly because
electroacoustics-which lends itself particularly well to
these multi-disciplinary relationships and convergence
with other forms of artistic expression-was already
present in the vision of the FISEA organizing committee,
and will now find expression in ISEA.
